WOUNDED WARRIOR PROJECT CHOSEN FOR YEAR-LONG EFFORT BY SAME-DAY DELIVERY TRADE GROUP

WASHINGTON, DC, Dec. 7, 2009 - An organization that supports wounded veterans will be the beneficiary of a year-long public service effort by the same-day delivery industry’s largest trade association.  The Wounded Warrior Project (WWP) has been adopted as the first association-wide community service project of the Messenger Courier Association (MCAA).  The group’s members will contribute job opportunities, generate financial support, offer resources and donate time to this six-year old nonprofit organization.  The decision received unanimous support at a recent MCAA’s Board of Directors meeting.

Founded in 2003, the WWP’s mission is to honor and empower wounded warriors. Its objective is to provide tangible support for the severely wounded and help them on the road to healing, both physically and mentally.  WWP organization has three goals:
 To raise awareness and enlist the public’s aid for the needs of severely injured service men and women; to help severely injured service members aid and assist each other, and to provide unique, direct programs and services to meet the needs of severely injured service members.  In the few short years since its founding, it’s received the support of such powerhouses as the PGA, UHaul, Coleman and The Hartford.
MCAA board member, Kirk Godby brought the organization to the attention of the board and nominated them for MCAA’s first year-long community service effort.  He first learned about the WWP this past April during the Country Music Awards.  The highlight of the evening for Kirk was when Trace Adkins and the West Point Glee Club sang a tribute to US soldiers to kick off the Academy of Country Music’s drive for the WWP.  “The tribute was introduced by a soldier who lost both of his legs in Iraq,” he recalls.  “When Trace Adkins sang ‘Till the Last Shot’s Fired’ and talked about the good work of WWP, I knew I had to do something for this amazing cause.  I felt we could combine the talents, energy and enthusiasm of those in MCAA to make a difference for these Wounded Warriors and the work of the organization.”

MCAA decided to introduce the idea of an association-wide community service project to leverage the diversity and strength of the association for good works.   “By combining the talents, skills and interests of our 500 members, we believe we can make a real difference while also raising the visibility of the industry for legislators, customers and prospects,” says MCAA president Michael Gualtieri.  “We expect each member of the association to get involved in their own way, whether it’s positing a job, sponsoring an event, raising funds or even just spreading the word about the good work Wounded Warriors does for those who’ve fought for this country.”
